-».;, ® No debris should be placed in the roadway, on sidewalks, or on/around utility poles

 ® When placing items out for weekly collection, all debris should be placed at least 3 feet
S | behind the curb with tree and limb debris in one pile and metals and other debris in a
| separate pile.

Leaves, grass clippings, and debris stored or disposed of in or around storm drains, streams, and street gutters will create clogging
problems that could lead to flooding during storm events. As this material is transported by rain and winds and deposited in natural
water ways, water quality concerns such as depleted oxygen levels in the stream and wildlife concerns can arise. In addition, debris
placed in the City’s storm sewer system is a violation of the City’s lllicit Discharge Ordinance. This ordinance prohibits the discharge
of materials other than stormwater into the City’s storm sewer system.

By working together, we can help keep Auburn’s water quality in excellent condition and keep storm drains and streams clear of debris.
