Make Your Presence Kknown...
Bicyclists, joggers, and pedestrians
reminded to wear reflective gear

Spring is just around the corner and with 34
miles of bicycle and multi-use paths and
over 75 miles of sidewalk throughout
Auburn, citizens will be hitting the streets
and sidewalks to enjoy the change in
weather. When you’re out biking, jogging,
or walking, don't forget to think safety first. |

The law requires pedestrians and joggers to
wear reflective material between the waist
and shoulders on the front and back of
clothing/outerwear for maximum visibility.
Make sure motorists can see you from a
distance of at least 500 feet by wearing re-
flective clothing between the hours of 30 minutes before sunset
until 30 minutes before sunrise. Cyclists are required to have an
operating headlight on the front of their bicycle and reflectors on
the front and rear spokes of their wheels and pedals.

By working together, we can help make Auburn’s roadways safer
for cyclists, joggers, pedestrians, and motorists. For more infor-
