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Downtown Parking and Pedestrian Improvement Project
Downtown Auburn is a popular destination for both residents and visitors alike. The assortment of quality res-
taurants, signature shops and prime office space makes competing for a parking space inevitable. In August, city
staff presented a number of possible public parking improvement scenarios to the City Council that will ultimately
increase public parking downtown, as well as improve pedestrian and vehicular circulation, improve the aesthetic
look and feeling of safety for downtown pedestrians, and address the need for downtown event space.

The downtown parking improvements project will ultimately increase public parking by up to 93 spaces, which
would be a 17% increase in available parking. Two major phases of construction will be required to complete the
project as recommended, with the first phase dedicated to increasing the number of parking spaces downtown.
This fall, the old AuburnBank Drive-Thru and the small yellow building on Gay Street will be demolished and
turned into a temporary parking lot, providing approximately 67 new downtown parking spaces. These spaces
will be free to the public until a permanent parking lot is constructed. In the Summer of 2013, current plans call
for a permanent, metered parking lot to be constructed using the combined space from the old Colonial Bank
and Auburn Bank drive-thru tellers. The new parking area will include new landscaping, and could add on-street
parking to Gay Street downtown.

The final phase of the current recommendation is scheduled for the summer of 2014. During this time, down-
town alleys will be renovated to improve the look and

feel for pedestrians, and downtown parking west of the

parking deck will be reconfigured to provide new event

space for downtown and to promote a better atmo-

sphere for downtown restaurants with outdoor dining.

Auburn voters approved spending for downtown parking
improvements in January. The project options and rec-
ommendations to Council were made with public input
after meetings between the City and downtown stake-
holders. The project will continue to evolve as we work
with citizens & stakeholders to optimize public parking
and the downtown atmosphere for everyone.

Standard & Poor’s and
Moody’s Affirms City’s
Excellent Bond Ratings

Standard & Poor's Ratings Services and Moody's Investors Service
have affirmed the City’s bond ratings of AA+ and Aa2, respectively.
The City requested a rating review in anticipation of the issuance of
$60 million of general obligation bonds and warrants. All except $6
million will be used to refinance outstanding debt, utilizing current
favorable market conditions and saving the citizens of Auburn more
than $2 million in interest over the life of the debt. The remaining $6
million will fund regulatory upgrades and improvements to the H.C.
Morgan Water Pollution Control Facility.

Both rating agencies cited Auburn’s sizable tax base, stable eco-
nomic environment anchored by Auburn University, and historically
strong reserve levels as the basis for the affirmation of the ratings.
Standard & Poor’s reports that Auburn’s “financial position has been
historically very strong. With roughly 50% of its budget dedicated to
wages, and a stable municipal workforce, the City has significant ex-
penditure flexibility. Strong revenue growth and expenditure controls
have allowed the City to maintain strong reserves.”

» Signs may not be placed in the public right-of-way, on any struc-
tures in the right-of-way including power poles and traffic signs,
in road medians, or on any property owned by the City of Auburn
or Auburn City Schools.

* Signs are limited in size to thirty-two square feet.

¢ |t is the responsibility of the candidate to ensure that the volun-
teers who distribute and install political signs are in compliance
with these regulations.

* Signs must be removed within seven days following the election,
by Tuesday, November 13.
